Lies told as a witness in a court of law, on oath, is
wrong. If it is told to save a guilty person, particularly if it
results in implicating an innocent person. Telling lies in a
corruption case or sex scandal is very common. Equally
bad is telling a lie to cause harm to an innocent person out
of hatred or causing a man to lose his property or assets.
Telling lies to hide one's misconduct is also bad. Resorting
to lies to gain small financial advantage, circumversting an
inconvenient rule, to avoid being found fault with etc are
perhaps; even less severe. Are lies told without a deliberate
intent pardonable ? What about white lies ? What about lies
told to protect or preserve a secret, entrusted to you by some
one, which you have to keep out of loyalty to him ?

It is not uncommon for people to resort to concealing
facts and telling lies to gain some temporary financial
advantage, to exploit a loop hole in a rule, or to circumvent
an inconvenient rule etc. Consider while passing through a:
"green channel" to avoid paying customs duty in an
international airport or, consider temptation of a person to
conceal facts while filing income tax return. Have we not
heard of people making false leave travel concession claims,
wrong medical reimbursement claims, and even obtaining
false medical certificates for even taking leave of absence ?
General justification being given in such cases is "Every
one does these things" Is it therefore justified? No doubt,
some financial or other gain may he bad. But what damage
the psyche suffers is unkonwn. The advantage is seen and
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experienced immediately. But the effect it may have is not
seen - "It is adrishya" - The future alone will tell.

There are other times when out of politeness or not
appearing to be rude, we say what is not factually correct.
Consider one is invited for a meal by a friend. After the
meal, while taking leave and thanking the hostess, it is not
unusual to say how much one enjoyed the meal and how
much trouble the lady had taken - Both factual. The lady,
however, out of politeness, would perhaps, say in reply "Oh,
no, not at all - what a pleasure it was to have you with us"
etc - May be she had taken much trouble but can she be
factual and rude in reply ? Can her reply be considered a lie
- harmless though it is. Similarly, in a big function like a
marriage, out of politeness, one would say how nice the
meal was, though not really so. It is not different while
expressing an opinion about a new piece of jewelry or a
new saree which one may not really lie - These are of course,
harmless lies.

Many times we find that lies are told to escape being
found fault with. A worker in an office, or a maid servant if
asked why he / she is late, may not give the true reason -
They usually say, cycle puncture, bus missed or mother or
child sick etc. What if the mother or child becomes really
sick, as a direct consequence of the falsehood ? After such
an experience, will they not be careful before telling a lie
again, to escape punishment for the lie ? Will they not learn
a lesson ?

Many times, out of inadvertence or forgetfulness or
lack of alertness, we may unwillingly tell lies. For example.

If we see a person coming late to a gathering or a function
once, twice or even a few times, we are likely to exclaim, in
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irritation, "He never comes in time. He always comes late".
Use of "never, always" may be contrary to facts. He may be
in time may times which we may not have seen. Use of
such words as "the best, or the worst, most beautiful, least
popular” etc may not be truthful but it is due to lack of
alertness or use of inappropriate word and not a deliberate
intention of telling a lie.

Have we not come across instances when people may
not tell the correct ages of children while buying railway
tickets or cinema tickets ? In refreshing contrast, | read about
a certain incident in U.S.A. in book. An elderly gentleman
had taken two grand children to a mini golf course. The
children were aged 5, 7 and children below 6 were admitted
free. The elderly gentleman asked for two tickets and the
ticket issuing person suggested that if he declared the child
was less than 6 years, he could have saved one ticket. To
this, the elderly gentleman said "But the child knows he is
seven". He could have saved one ticket - a temporary small
financial gain - But at what cost to the child and his values?
